COURSE DESCRIPTION 

Creativity and Young Children focuses on the creative development of young children in dance, music, theatre, and visual arts. The elements in each creative arts area are explored in depth and students discuss how to support the learning of these elements in young children. Students design and implement activities that encourage learning of the elements in the creative arts in children age zero to eight years. As well, students develop learning plans that integrate the arts into content area studies. Curriculum is linked to the national standards and state guidelines.

1. Gain knowledge of the creative arts in relationship to the development of young children.  

2. Demonstrate the ability to foster creative thinking and problem solving. 

3. Explore the cultural perspective of the creative arts and appropriately use this perspective with young children. 

4. Determine techniques to include all children in creative arts. 

5. Design and implement developmentally appropriate activities to include the creative arts in areas of dance, music, theatre, and visual arts. 

6. Explore elements, standards and guidelines for the creative arts. 

7. Develop an understanding of the relationship of creative arts, expression, and communication.

Attendance
This class is highly interactive and learning occurs through participation in class discussions and activities that are impossible to be duplicated outside of class.
