Evaluation of Candidate for TEP Stage 3
The Stage 3 interview will begin with the reviewer asking the candidate to discuss his/her strengths in relationship to the INTASC Principles.  The candidate will then present their Portfolio from introduction through the ten sections, especially focusing on items added in each section since Stage 2. Following this, the reviewers may ask some questions about future plans, including student teaching. Reviewers will need 10-15 minutes alone to score and review the rubric, and then will call the candidate back in to share the score and the results of the interview.

The TEP portfolio is organized by the ten national teaching standards, the INTASC Principles. The portfolio is assessed based on the following ratings: 1= Unacceptable,     2= Developing, and      3= Proficient. To be accepted into Student Teaching, the candidate must have no unacceptable ratings, at least a 2 in each rating, and an overall average score of at least 2.5. (The candidate must also meet other requirements for TEP Stage II - refer to the TEP Student Handbook and the correct catalog for the candidate’s program.) Also, refer to the TEP Student Handbook for the actual rubric used by reviewers in scoring your interview. This checklist is intended to simplify the list of items needed for organizational purposes.

· RESUME  Updated to include student teaching.

· BACKGROUND CHECK VERIFICATION  Make sure this is current.
· INTRODUCTORY STATEMENT  Brief (2-3 paragraphs) introducing your Portfolio and yourself as a teaching candidate. Update if needed.
· TABLE OF CONTENTS  An updated listing of just the major sections is adequate; you may include a more detailed listing of items if you wish to.

· REFLECTIVE WRITTEN ANALYSIS  (RWA) for PRINCIPLE 1 

Updated to include insights from student teaching.

· TRANSCRIPT(S)  Updated and current; 
can be unofficial
· REFERENCE LETTER(S) One or more, from CMT or College Supervisor
· INTEGRATED UNIT PLAN   From student teaching
INTASC Principle 2:   Development of Learners

· RWA for PRINCIPLE 2 Updated to include insights from student teaching.
· LESSON PLAN  From student teaching, which demonstrates an understanding of how children learn and develop.
· TEACHING PHILOSOPHY Updated to include insights from student teaching.
INTASC Principle 3:    Respect for Diversity

· RWA for PRINCIPLE 3 Updated to include insights from student teaching.

· EXPERIENCE WITH DIVERSITY  Update to reflect experiences since Stage 2; coursework and life experience both valid here; 5 or more examples needed at Stage 3. Photos with brief written descriptions acceptable, as are essays and various artifacts. From EDUC277, EDUC312, life experiences, and student teaching.
· INDIVIDUALIZED LESSON PLAN   A lesson from ST that addresses individual learning and / or development
INTASC Principle 4:    Variety of Instructional Strategies

· RWA for PRINCIPLE 4      Updated to include insights from student teaching.

· LESSON PLAN REFLECTION  About ½ page to 1 page narrative essay reflecting on a lesson or unit in which employed multiple teaching strategies to engage students in critical thinking, problem solving, or performance skills.
· ACTION RESEARCH: TEACHING IMPLCATIONS   A short written summary of how the Action Research project will inform your teaching practice. Can be excerpted from the ARP writeup.
INTASC Principle 5:   Individual and Group Motivation

· RWA for PRINCIPLE 5 Updated to include insights from student teaching.

· CLASSROOM MANAGEMENT PLAN Revised from student teaching.
INTASC Principle 6:   Communication

· RWA for PRINCIPLE 6 Updated to include insights from student teaching.

· VERBAL COMMUNICATION / PRESENTATION SKILLS  (Stage 3 interview)

· STUDENT TEACHING EVALUATION  Completed by the CMT or CS, including information relevant to your ability to foster culturally sensitive communication among students, peers, and teachers.
INTASC Principle 7:   Instructional Planning

· RWA for PRINCIPLE 7 Updated to include insights from student teaching.

· CULTURE AND COMMUNITY LESSON PLAN   From student teaching. Focus should be on connections between subject matter, community, and culture.

· RWA for PRINCIPLE 8     Updated to include insights from student teaching.

· VARIED ASSESSMENTS   From student teaching. Include examples of both formal and informal assessments. May be included within lesson or unit plans. A total of four or more diverse assessments are required.

· RWA for PRINCIPLE 9 Updated to include insights from student teaching.

· ACTION RESEARCH PROJECT   A full copy of your ARP from EDUC 495.
· AUTOBIOGRAPHICAL ESSAY    Updated to include experiences and insights from student teaching.

· TEACHER OBSERVATIONS   Completed during student teaching. Connect to at least three pieces of educational research or theory. May be in narrative form.

· RWA for PRINCIPLE 10    Updated to include insights from student teaching.

· WRITTEN COMMUNICATION TO PARENTS    From student teaching (letter)
